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Kurt Shearer is a Deputy Superintendent of Investigations at the Bureau of Criminal Identification and Investigation (BCI&I). Under the jurisdiction of the Ohio Attorney General, BCI&I provides scientific and investigative assistance to local law enforcement agencies throughout Ohio. As Deputy Superintendent Shearer oversees the Narcotics Unit, Crime Scene Unit, Special Investigations Unit, Computer Crimes Unit, Environmental Enforcement Unit and the Criminal Intelligence Unit.

Duties in Major Crimes include overseeing unsolved homicides, fugitive apprehension, serial investigations, dignitary protection, and threat assessments of hate groups. In 1994 Shearer created, implemented the Workplace Violence Curriculum for the Ohio Attorney Generals Office.  In October of 1998 the Department of Justice certified Shearer as an instructor on the topic of Hate Crimes Investigation and Recognition. Since that time period Shearer has been training Law Enforcement Agencies on the recognition and prevention of Hate Crimes. Since September of 2001 Shearer has been a member of the Violent Criminal Apprehension Program advisory board coordinated by the FBI. Currently Shearer is in his second year as President of the Pedophile Awareness Network (PAN) headquartered in Dayton, Ohio. 

The PAN group is responsible for providing training and information to Law Enforcement officers investigating juvenile sex crimes.


Prior to being assigned to Major Crimes, Shearer worked as a narcotics agent throughout the State of Ohio.  He was in the Narcotics Section for eight years. During that time Shearer was received twenty-five letters of commendation including an award for Service to the Public from the FBI, and a departmental commendation from the Oxford Police Department.
